 NOMINATING COMMITTEE Report:  Dave Robinson, N2PBK:      He said we need 
additional folks to participate in the management of the club and requested that they call him or       
e-mail him and gave his phone number as 352-205-8321 and his e-mail address as drr1123@att.net.   
R.B. added that we are participating in more events  than MSWalk, Field Day, the Special Events 
Station at Thanksgiving and the license classes we hold in winter.  This year we added The Villages 
Technology Expo, The Villages Hurricane Expo, the Boy Scouts JOTA.  The Bylaws state that the VP 
is responsible for all of the clubs events.  This appears to be too much to ask of any one member and 
we are looking for a way to spread this load out.  If you are willing to help in these events please come 
forward before October.

Old Business:  

LADY LAKE BOY SCOUT JOTA Report: Tom Schuler, N0OSG:Tom stated that he had met 
with Sheldon Gotesky, Lady Lake Boy Scout Troop #244, Troop Leader, on several occasions 
to plan this project.  The Lady Lake Boy Scout Hut is a nice air conditioned building with a 
relatively large yard.  Tom is planning on setting up three transceivers and three antennas.  
R.B. is bringing his motorhome with its 35 ft. push-up mast and Field Day antenna. Tom also 
stated that he is planning to set up two vertical antennas.  He is requesting three or four of us 
to help the scouts operate. JOTA (Jamboree On The Air) is when Boy Scouts, in cooperation 
with Amateur Radio Hams, contact other Boy Scouts all over the World.                               
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This year JOTA will be held on Oct 18th and 19th.  We are going to operate for one day only 
on Saturday, October 18th.  A dozen Boy Scouts and a few of the older Cub Scouts from Lady 
Lake will be     participating.  Sheldon has also invited Fruitland Park Boy Scouts.  We are 
planning on operating on  80, 40, 20 and 15 meters as conditions allow.   The radio and        
antenna needs were discussed and several of our members have signed up to meet many of 
these needs.  Tom then showed the club several photos of the Boy Scout Hut. Byron Engen, 
W4EBA, the custodian for WR4BSA offered us the use of that call for the event.  Saturday we 
will start setting up at 8:00 AM and we will work until 8 or 9:00 pm.  Tom added that he told 
Sheldon that we have license classes in the winter and the Boy Scouts will be welcome.
